And we
played together, and | felt great.

| think, talking about my feelings of the whole day, | was really
comfortable, and | felt quite relaxed at the end of the day.
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And | thought, yeah, this is a school. It's going to be easy for me to fit
in. (=feel a sense of belonging in a new place)

And as it turns out (=the end result was...), it was.
| really, really liked that school. | enjoyed it a lot.
