Don’t worry if you don’t know the name of the film in
English, or you can’t remember the actor’s name - just find a way to
explain your idea.

If | remember correctly...

| don’t know the name in English, but it’s film about .....

If my memory serves me right...

| can’t quite remember the actor’s name but he was great...

It’s on the tip of my tongue

| can’t recall the actor’s name, never mind, he is really famous in my
country.
